At the October meetings the City Council took the following actions:

• Approved the minutes of the September 26th and October 10th meetings

• Received the September Warrant register

• Received a list of contracts signed by the City Manager for the first quarter of Fiscal
Year 2024-25

• Approved a Parcel Map Merger for 9402 Main Street and 18623 Mineral Street (Taste
Restaurant)

• Had a Public Hearing on amending Chapter 7.52 the Hen Coop, residential and minor
amendments

• Received a report on the Community Facility District (CFD) Fund Account

• Received an overview of the process for updating the General Plan

• Adopted Citizen Participation Requirements for the City of Plymouth Community
Development Block Grant Project

• Received a report on a potential stop sign at Main/Landrum/Mill Street intersection – it
was determined to remove the two diagonal spaces on Mail Street at Landrum Street
and install one parallel space

• Received a report on the Community Facility District Landscape Maintenance District

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Election update

Our City election results are still too close to call for the full-term City Council race as
not all of our ballots have been counted. There will be an update to the numbers on
Friday, November 8th Election Results . The last of the ballots are allowed to get to
the registrar’s office until November 12th at 4:30 PM, but they have to be
postmarked November 5th. At that point all votes will be tabulated and then the
Election’s Office will have to certify the results with the County Board of Supervisors.
After that the City will ratify the results, hopefully at the December 12th meeting of
the City Council.

There was still confusion over the first ballot mailed out and the Election’s Office did
receive at least around 70 ballots from the first ballots sent out that had the wrong
language telling voters to only vote for two candidates when they could actually
vote for three. They are giving the voters until November 12th to see if they return
their second and correct ballot before their first ballot is counted. The first ballot has
been segregated by the Election’s Office.

There is a formal process for write-in candidates and the Election’s Office advised on
November 8th that there were no certified write-in candidates for City Clerk or City
Treasurer.
The only person that ran for City Clerk was Victoria McHenry, so therefore she will be
the City Clerk for the next four years. She has been taking training classes as our full-
time Deputy City Clerk, so the City is gaining a City Clerk with knowledge, who has
already begun working on becoming a Certified Municipal Clerk.

There were no candidates for the City Treasurer position and so that position will be
filled at a later date by appointment by the City Council. We will address the process
at the January 9th meeting with the newly sworn in City Council at the direction of
the City Attorney.

What we do know is that the two Measures will most likely remain where they are,
meaning that the City Treasurer and City Clerk positions will go to appointed
positions in four years when the current terms are complete. This is good news, as
the City will be able to hire qualified people for these critical positions. I thank the
citizens for their support of these two measures.
